Lonicera caucasica is deciduous shrub of bushy habit, up to 3 m high, rather more in diameter; winter-
buds pointed; branchlets quite glabrous; leaves oval, ovate or ovate-lanceolate, rarely elliptic, 4-10 cm
long and 0,6-3 cm wide, usually acuminate, rounded to broadly wedge-shaped at base, green above,
greyish beneath, glabrous or with a few scattered dull hairs beneath; stalk 6-10 mm long; flowers borne
during May and June, slightly fragrant, peduncles shorter or as long as petioles (in some varieties longer)
and glabrous, bracts subulate, not exceeding the ovaries, bractlets connate into small distinct pairs; calyx
teeth lanceolate; corolla two-lipped, about 1,2 cm long, dull pink to violet, glabrous outside, tube gibbous,
much shorter than corolla; stamens and style shorter than limb and downy; ovaries connate; fruits black.

Lonicera caucasica Pall. is native to Caucasus and Near East.
